1 Gentlemanlg and gentlewomanly behaviour will be strictly observed at all times. Those from another town will
especially be expected to be on their best behaviour and act as an example to all participants.

2.Frying pans (will be provic]ecl) and must NOT be used as weapons or as a means of making unseemly gestures,
whatever the depth of provocation or the nature of the business of the person at the root of such provocation.

4. The course will be over 50 gards. Payticipants will be asked to run in a relag fashion, each runner running onlt] one
length each. Pancakes must be tossed a minimum of 3 times while moving. Pancakes must be tossed at least (tlnree)
times whilst on the move (for the Mascot race who run two lengths 0 tosses in total are requirecl).

5. All mascots are permitted to have a minder to help 8uicle them throughout the race and if a pancake should fall to
the 8rounc1, Minder will be permitted to pick up the pancake and place back in the pan and resume racing.

6.The organisers, the Windsor, Eton and Ascot Town Partnership (WEATP), reserve the right to send off violent or
unruly participants by means of showing a Red Card.

8.The decision of WEATP will be final; whatever conclusions participants may themselves come to about WEATP
judge’s eyesight, hearing, bias or parentage.

O.No runner will be permitted to use their free hand or any other implement to secure pancake while running.

‘WhoRuns? - Traditionally, only the town women who are 18 years or older, but you can bend the rules here! Provided
AL participants (inclucling the male ones) are in traditional pancake racing attire (Skirt, apron, stockings and hair
net)

Racing Gear ~ Traditional costume of a housewife has to be wom,” meaning, a skirt, an apron, head covering (scarf),
and Running shoe’s (unknown in 1449, and a modern, safety touch). Adjust the required "costume” accordingly to your
own personal tastes as there will be points and prizes for the best dressed team.

At the Finish — The winner will be the final person across
the line with their pancake intact and in the pan.

Oriains of Race date - Since 144D, the race has been held
on Shrove Tuesclag, like Mardi Gras celebrations elsewhere
around the world. The official time is 1195 a.m. However
Windsor and Fton will be bucking international trend and
start racing at 10.00am.

Goodies — Certificates will be handed out to all
participating teams and the winners will receive a trophy
for their eggscellent battering skills! The opportunity to
purchase team photos will also be available.
